Computer Use Guidelines
1. Everyone needs to have a current NExpress/McLouth Public Library Card in good standings to use a public access computer.  Minor children (under 18 yrs.) must have their parent’s signed permission to use computers (this is on the New Patron form that the parent fills out for their child). 
2. Please write your first name on the Computer User Log and the time you start using the computer.  If there is not a computer open to use, please write your first name on the log and wait quietly for someone to finish.

3. Adults and those needing to do school projects or homework can use a computer before those playing games.

4. A 30-minute time limit applies when other users are waiting to use a computer.  You can re-write your name on the log and wait for another turn when a computer becomes available.
5. Patrons of the McLouth Public Library may use a computer provided for public access for one hour per day. This one hour session may be extended to a total of three hours per day if others are not waiting.

6. Use of computers for websites that are considered inappropriate will not be tolerated – this stands for adults and/or children!

7. Library staff can terminate anyone’s computer session at any time for any reason.
8. McLouth Public Library does not tolerate lewd or lascivious behavior while patronizing its facility - this stands for adults and/or children!
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
